Right to Request Teacher Qualifications

a. if the teacher has met state licensing requirements for the grade level and subjects in which the teacher is
providing instruction;

b. if state licensing requirements have been waived for the teacher on a temporary basis;

c. the type of college degree major of the teacher and the field of discipline for any graduate degree or
certificate; and

d. ifyour child is receiving Title | services from paraprofessionals and, if so, his/her qualifications.

Our staff is committed to helping your child develop the academic knowledge and critical thinking he/she needs to succeed in school
and beyond. That commitment includes making sure that all of our teachers and paraprofessionals are highly skilled.
